Neoclassicism. A roped knurl defines the extremities of the tapering handle, which ends with an ogee-shaped dome. An ogee profile is
repeated on the face of the rose, which is ringed by a roped knurl. The understated classicism allows the design to be used in a variety of
interiors. This handle can be used with traditional full-mortise locksets or manufactured for use with multi-point doors and tilt & turn
windows.
